Adult Volunteer Livescan Process

ALL Adult Volunteers must be cleared by the CA Department of Justice through the DOJ's Livescan Fingerprint Program.

When and How:
Livescan fingerprinting should be done as soon as possible. (Livescan is an electronic scan of fingerprints and is transmitted by computer directly to the California Department of Justice. It is quick and accurate). Most of the time, we receive Livescan results almost immediately. Occasionally, results can take up to a month to receive.

Livescan is available at several locations.  Attached is a Livescan form. One completed form is left with the Livescan operator. The other completed
form is our receipt and should be returned to the UCCE Office at 890 N. Bush St. Ukiah, CA. Livescan  agencies will charge. Amounts are listed below under each agency. If you have any questions about fingerprinting procedures, please call the UCCE Office at 463-4495.
